Lake kayaking is available at Hebgen Lake 50 miles south. Big Sky is a convenient and comfortable base camp for excursions into nearby Yellowstone National Park and several National Forests.  Big Sky Resort has set up rates that for registrants in the thick of the festival activities in the Huntley Lodge that are amazingly affordable, starting with a $50. per night rate(dbl occ).
